In order to ensure we have enough money to
cover district expenses for the remainder of
the school year, the District needed to issue
tax anticipation warrants (TAWs) in the
amount of $825,000. A TAW is a loan taken
against our expected June 2009 tax payment.
This is the fourth year the district has had to
request a TAW.

We shared with you in our last newsletter that Cass
School District 63 was the recipient of the Bright Red
Apple Award. This award is given by SchoolSearch,
an independent educational research and consulting
firm that publishes online rankings of Illinois school
systems.

Both of Cass School
District 63’s Schools; Concord Elementary School and

elementary, junior high/middle or high schools out of
the nearly 5,000 state-wide schools.
