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The 3 rd  and 4th  graders have completed ISAT testing the first two weeks in March, the 

weather is changing for the better, buds have begun to pop out on the trees, and the days will 

be getting longer.  It must be  time for Spring.   

 

As I talk with parents, two very important questions always come up.  The first one is about 

choosing appropriate books for children.  The second one is about getting children organized.  I 

hope the following information is helpful.  

 

Choosing the Right Books for Your Child  

When children have the òrightó books, reading can become a life long hobby.  Hereõs how to 

choose the most appealing stories:  

× Consider your childõs interests.  Look for books that match interests and personality 

trait s. 

× Notice whether the book cover indicates its target age or grade level.  

× Donõt hesitate to choose a book that is a little beyond your childõs abilities.  You can 

read it to your child now.  The child will be able to read it independently later on.  

× Donõt force your child to read the classics.  Some children find contemporary books 

more appealing.  Classics may work best if you read them aloud as a family.  

× Look for strong story lines and well developed characters.  

× Notice the words used.  Most should be famil iar to your child.  Some can be 

challenging. 

× Try paperbacks.  Children love this format.  

× Research informational books.  Your child might enjoy a òhow-toó subject. 

× Check out guides that help parents choose books for children.  The librarian can help.  

 

Organization Simplifies Your Childõs Life 

Itõs five minutes before your child has to leave for school.  Sheõs running around the 

house looking for her left shoe.  When she finally gets out the door (late), you notice her lunch 

is still on the kitchen counter.  

 Sound familiar?  Organization is a real challenge for many kids.  If parents teach this 

skill, life can easier for everyone.  Here are some tips that will help:  

× Plan ahead.  Have your child prepare for school at night.  For example, she can choose 

an outfi t and pack her lunch.  

× Organize.  Keep important items in the same place each day.  A great spot for 

backpacks is by the front door.  

× Make a list.  Write down things your child needs to bring to school (permission slips, 

lunch, homework, etc.).  Post the rem inder in a visible area.

NEWS FROM P.E. TEACHERS! 
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Our service project òCraving Change, Hindering Hungeró is in full swing.  I hope you have heard 
about our visit. On February 19, two fourth grade classes v olunteered in Aurora at Feed My 
Starving Children.  As we arrived we washed our hands, downed our hair nets and were divided 
into teams with everyone having a job.  One child would get the plastic bag opened; the next 
four students would add the soy, the pr otein, the vegetables, and lastly the rice. Then another 
youngster would weigh the bag to make sure it was between 390 and 400 grams and would add 
or subtract depending on the weight.  During the working time the facility played familiar, 
peppy, music whic h encouraged the children to work carefully and efficiently. When the team 
boxes were full of the 40 bags they would yell, òCome and get it,ó and then start filling another 
box. The girls and boys would trade jobs to experience all aspects of the endeavor.  It was 
certainly a jolly energetic time. We were there from 9:30 -11:30 and in that time the children 
packed 17,928 meals which will feed 49 children for a year. This was impressive for they packed 
more boxes than the teachers did in August when they went.  The students also cleaned up their 
team area.  One child as she swept up the rice and vegetables that had fallen outside the bag, 
said, òWe could have filled another bag with what we spilled.ó It was a real lesson in waste.  
The children also were able to  taste the rice dish that they were packing the ingredients for.  It 
passed their taste test, but they werenõt sure they would want the same rice dish every day.  
 
The Feed My Starving Children facility requires 1 adult for every 3 students.  As typical at  
Concord we had no problem obtaining the necessary adults. We wish to thank all the mothers 
that volunteered to come with us.  From the feedback, it appears that fun was had by all.  The 
mothers were enthusiastic, too, and felt it was a valuable lesson for the young people and that 
we should do it again next year.  The feedback from the students was equally as positive.  òIt 
felt good to realize you were helping others. It made me sad to realize how little others had 
compared to me. I have so much I shouldnõt complain.  It wasnõt hard and it was fun working 
together to pack the bags to help others. It made me happy doing for others. I want them to be 
healthy and have the same opportunities that I do. When they have regular meals, they grow 
healthy and are abl e to go to school.  Itõs exciting to help others. It makes you feel happy.  It 
felt like we were helping change the world and making a difference.  I realize that I have never 
been really hungry. I eat 3 meals a day with left -overs, and can get a snack out of the 
refrigerator whenever I wish.  Kids around here want toys and all those children want is food.ó  
Positive lessons were learned.  You would have been very proud of our young student 
ambassadors.  They worked hard, learned a great deal, and had so mu ch fun.  The other two 
fourth grade classes will be going to Feed My Starving Children April 9, and they canõt wait 
since they have heard about the fun time their friends had.  
 
We continue to earn pennies to support and feed children in Africa, as well as sending our 
pennies to help hungry children in Haiti.  Thank you for the support of our service project this 
school year.  As Anne Frank said, òHow wonderful it is that nobody need wait a single moment 
before starting to improve the world.ó Our young Concord students have been doing this all 
year.
